e Gopay: The set amount you pay for a covered service at the time you receive it. The amount can vary by the type of service.

e Goinsurance: The portion you’re required to pay for services after you meet your deductible. It’s often a specified percentage of the costs;
i.e. you pay 20% while the health care plan pays 80%.

e Qut-of-Pocket Maximum: The maximum amount you pay each year for medical costs. After reaching the out-of-pocket maximum, the
